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The PADI Open Water Diver Program is an entry level course open to anyone 10 years of
age or older. This program can be completed in a number of different ways but the basic
requirements remain the same. All students must complete written work consisting of
quizzes and exams. Students must complete two swimming requirements and be
comfortable performing the basic scuba skills taught during the program.Once
these requirements have been met, you can sign up for your Open Water Training Dives
and complete your certification.

What you will need to take this course:
A PADI“Crew Pack” consisting of the following items: Open Water Diver Manual, Dive Log,
Open Water Diver DVD, Recreational Dive Planner,and/or“How to use Dive Computers " text,
You will also need a mask, snorkel, fins and a pair of wetsuit boots. We have all-inclusive
packages available in different price ranges.

You have Options...

There are several ways you can take this class:

* With a group (no larger than six people)

* In a private class or a semi-private class with a friend or

+ With e-Learning you can complete all of the educational requirements on-line in
the comfort of your home or office; then you can complete the confined water training
with a group or privately depending on our current schedule.

How Long does it take?

Group classes consist of four 4-hour sessions split between classroom and pool.These
classes typically take place on weekday evenings over the course of a two to four week
period depending on how the class is set up. Private and Semi-Private classes usually do
not take quite as long to complete and include up to ten hours of training split

between the classroom and swimming pool. Private and Semi-Private training gives you
the ability to schedule the training sessions when it is convenient for you.

Open water dives for certification

You need to complete four open water training dives to get your certification.
We offer this training from our dive boat May through October. During the winter
months, if you prefer, these dives can be completed at a travel destination of your
choice.You will need a referral from your instructor to do this. Your certification
is good for life and will never expire. We do recommend, however, that you
refresh your skills after periods of inactivity. This can be done by reviewing
your course materials and practicing in a controlled environment
like a swimming pool.
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
